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Parents are invited to bring their 10-13 year old
child and give them children the opportunity to
minister to children in another country. Parents
should be prepared to have their child exposed to
beggars, stray animals on the streets and
developing country conditions plus eating food
from a different country. Parents and children will
need to be flexible and adaptable to sometimes
unforeseen changing situations on the field. This
will be a spiritual awakening for our young children
as they seek to bless others with the good news of
Jesus.

9-19 July | Approx $3,600pp

Czech Republic

Poverty and need exists in Europe. This is a focused
group to teach English and minister to Romani and
refugees. There are a lot of cultural differences to
learn about and we encourage each person to
have a gentle, pastoral and evangelistic approach
to ministry. A teachable heart will also be helpful
as the team work together to share with and listen
to the unsaved Romani and refugees.

8-18 July | Approx $5, 200pp

West Timor

West Timor is home to many people who face
challenges such as limited access to education,
healthcare, and basic resources. On this trip there
will be opportunities for ministry, prayer and
evangelism! There is a broad scope of
opportunities so expect long days of ministry and
be prepared for long trips between remote
villages. You will need to be flexible to the
requirements of each day as things may change.

8-18 July | Approx $3,300pp
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Home to a large population, including many
marginalized groups. There both urban and rural
areas where resources and infrastructure are often
limited and many communities face extreme
poverty. This trip will be diverse in nature and will
be aimed at 18-30 years olds to participate in from
all sites. The trip will consist of ministry to women
at high risk of sexual exploitation and families living
in developing country conditions. Flexibility and
long times of travel to remote areas is something
we suggest you prepare for.

14-21 July | Approx $3,800pp

Asia

Asia

This trip will have a ‘tour’ style approach. There is a
limitation on what we can say about God and the
church on this trip due to safety issues. However,
this trip will encourage individuals to engage in
personal prayer throughout and also help to raise
awareness of the cultural barriers and ministry
opportunities in this country. Experience a journey
through history with a Hudson Taylor Tour, tracing
the footsteps of one of the most influential
missionaries of the 19th century. Visit key locations
where Taylor lived, preached, and established the
Inland Mission

5-24 September | Approx $6,700pp

Home to a large population, including many
marginalized groups. There both urban and rural
areas where resources and infrastructure are often
limited and many communities face extreme
poverty. This trip will be focussed on sending a
Creative Ministries Team - musicians, audio tech,
videographers etc. The trip will consist of basic skill
training as well as ministry to small gatherings of
people both at churches and in villages. Flexibility
and long times of travel to remote areas is
something we suggest you prepare for.

19 Sept - 3 Oct | Approx $4,700pp
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This medical and ministry trip is open to everyone—
whether you’re a doctor, nurse, or simply have a
heart to share God’s love. Medical professionals
can use their skills to provide essential care, while
others will minister through prayer, evangelism, and
community outreach. No medical background? No
problem! If you're willing to serve, there's a place
for you. This is more than a trip—it’s a chance to
take the Gospel beyond borders and witness God
move in powerful ways!

3-12 November | Approx $5,800pp

Malaysia

Visit remote Malyasian villages and traditional
longhouses, bringing the love of Jesus to those who
need it most. This is a powerful opportunity to pray,
listen, and minister — sharing the Gospel,
encouraging local believers, and witnessing God at
work in incredible ways. You will also have the
opportunity to see some of the water community
projects that our church has funded to give fresh
and clean water to villages. Step out in faith,
experience a new culture, and be part of
something life-changing.

29 Sept - 4 Oct | Approx $2,800pp

This trip will be for those completing Year 12 in
2025. An opportunity to finish the school year with
a bang and enter into young adult life officially
with a posture to serve others. There will be lots of
ministry opportunities to many different ages, and
the trips may consist of long bus rides. It’s not just a
trip—it’s a chance to grow in faith, step out of your
comfort zone, and make an eternal impact! Why
not finish the year strong and with purpose?!
